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Pre-Departure Checklist

· Check fuel, oil & tank levels.
· Disconnect shore power.

· Turn on GPS, autopilot, and VHF radio.

· Turn on fridge.

· Stow items securely and check cabinets are locked and doors are latched.

· Listen to weather forecast and check tide tables.

· Bring horn and chart(s) to cockpit area.

· Check PFDs, floatation aids and other safety equipment.

· Note engine hours, start engine and check for coolant flow out of exhaust.

Disembarking Checklist
· Pump out head and add chemicals. (If length of trip requires it or if full after use.)

· Refuel. (If length of trip requires it.)

· Tie off all lines at the blue tire-wrap to allow for full tide range.

· Check for 2 wraps around the furled jib and secure all lines.

· Re-attach shore power (1 wrap around the pulpit rail).
· Cover all the instruments. (Clean screens with eyeglass cloth and Raymarine cleaner provided.) Do not cover the instruments wet.
· Wash the deck, hull, canvas, cockpit and dinghy with fresh water.

· Rinse anchor locker thoroughly.
· Fill water tank.

· Clean galley, sinks, head, shower and shower strainer.
· Empty trash.

· Vacuum cabin.

· Check propane is off.

· Turn off everything on the panel except for AC line 1 for the charger.

· Turn of the refrigerator (thermostat in fridge CCW until it clicks off).
· Check all hatches and windows are closed.

· Note engine hours and any issues while aboard.

· Clean cockpit cushions and then stack on port side cabin bench seat.

· Lock the companionway.

· Check that the dinghy is locked and that the drain plug is out. 
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
